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Biography 
 
Omar Hassan (Milan, 1987) is an Italian-Egyptian artist whose research focuses on gesture, time and the 
relationship between body and surface. 
 
A graduate of the Brera Academy of Fine Arts, where he studied painting with Alberto Garutti, he has 
developed a language that combines conceptuality and physicality of action. His practice stems from painting 
but extends to performance and site-specific interventions, maintaining at its core the idea of the work as 
the result of a real, measurable, lived process. 
 
The reference to action painting and urban culture does not translate into stylistic quotation, but into 
method: the work is the trace of an action, the recording of a time and an energy. 
 
Among the most significant cycles of his research, the Breaking Through series stems from the encounter 
between painting and boxing: the artist paints while wearing boxing gloves, transforming the fist into a sign 
and redefining a gesture of strength as a generative act. 
 
In the Injections series, the dot and the drip become a repeated and layered module, constructing surfaces in 
which rhythm and repetition take on a dimension that is both formal and autobiographical. 
 
In Time Line, the time spent in the studio is deposited on the surface: the canvas records the duration of the 
work and makes the process visible. 
 
He participated in the 54th Venice Biennale (Italian Pavilion) and has been invited to create exhibitions and 
institutional projects in Italy and abroad. He lives and works between Milan and Miami. 
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
